spcaLA is a non-profit organization, independently chartered and not affiliated with any other “SPCA” or 
humane society. There is no national SPCA, parent organization, or umbrella group that provides financial 
support. spcaLA does not receive funding from any federal, state or local government agency. Financial 
support for the organization’s humane programs is provided solely by donations from individuals, 
corporations, and foundations. The Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Los Angeles began 
133 years ago, and over the last century and then some, spcaLA has assisted the people and animals of Los 
Angeles by providing shelter services, animal advocacy, animal cruelty investigation, humane education, 
pet training and tips, disaster response, and spay/neuter services.  

Every year in Los Angeles County several hundred thousand pets are taken to animal shelters simply 
because they drastically outnumber the homes available to them. They are alone, voiceless and most of 
them are euthanized within 5 days at county and high kill shelters because of a lack of space. This is not the 
case at spcaLA, over 92% of all pets are adopted and they will keep a healthy happy pet for as long as it 
takes to find them a new forever home. They do not euthanize unless the pet is very unwell or viscous. A 
native of Los Angeles, Melissa Sheehan Clarkson, founder and 'Top Dog' at MMH, has spent more than 10 
years volunteering with animals and has aided in the placement of over 200 pets. She took her love of 
animals, and her experiences gained from volunteering, and matched them with her entrepreneurial spirit. 
As a result, Clarkson and her team have been able to care for more than 2,000 animals over the last six and 
a half years.  

  
Prior to MMH, area residents had few choices concerning care for their animals during busy work 
schedules and out of town travel. Although friends and neighbors can be an option, hiring a professional pet 
caregiver is a better and more dependable solution for pet care. MMH employs more than 36 licensed and 
bonded pet nannies, which wear uniforms and have a true passion for working with animals. Staff is all of 
rigorously trained and background screened to ensure the safest and most professional pet care experience. 
Further, all MMH staff are 21 or older and college educated. Upon arrival at your home, they clock in to an 
electronic system from your home phone to our offices and leave adorable detailed daily notes.  



 Through its first six and a half years in operation, MMH has operated under the philosophy that pets 
are members of the family, and that loving care, minimal stress, and routine are keys to their happiness and 
safety.  "MMH is committed to offering the best service to families and their beloved pets," Clarkson says.
